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Jattesliden (Fallopia sachalinensis) kan bli 4 meter hdg och har ihdliga stjdlkar som
paminner om bambu. Arten véxer naturligt i norra Japan och pa Sachalin, en Sibirisk
vulkand i Ochotska havet. Pa 1870-talet ndr skogslika planteringar och "Wild
Gardens" var populart i brittiska tradgardar introducerades jattesliden som perenn.
Den trivdes mycket bra och har sedan dess spridit sig bade i och utanfor rabatterna.
Idag hittar du den pa fuktig mark vid jarnvagsspar, i diken eller langs vagkanter.

Hadda waxaa lagu arkaa badanaa
meelaha quyaanka leh ee u dhow dhulka uu tareenku maro iyo meelaha godan ee
waddooyinka hareercheeda ah.
